Abstract

We carried out water bird censuses in the lake Inbanuma and wetlands, paddy fields and forests on the hill
slopes around the area. Based on the results of censuses, list of bird species observed in the lake north and
west Inbanuma and Jinbeihironuma were made. 233 species were observed in the lake Inbanuma during
about 30 years from 1970s to 2004. Of the 233 species, many ducks, rails and shorebirds occur on the
waterside were observed. Additionally 8 introduced species were observed.

Ducks were the dominant species in the lake north and west Inbanuma from 1970s. Numbers of ducks
fluctuated. Many Anas species tend to be increased, and 3500 birds of Anas platyrhynchos, 1200 birds of A.
poecilorhyncha and 3500 birds of A. crecca were observed. A. falcata which were observed only several
birds in 1970s have increased to about 350 birds. Aythya fuligula, A. ferina, Bucephala clangula have
decreased.

Botaurus stellaris breed in this area and feed in the paddy fields. Wetlands where B. stellaris have bred
continuously have not been reported in Japan. Roosting site of Egretta intermedia in migration periods and
Circus spilonotus as in overwintering periods was formed in the reed area in the Jinbeihironuma. Especially
roosting site of C. spilonotus has continued from 1980s.

These habitats for water birds are valued wetlands in Japan. Species that occur in these wetlands have
generally decreased due to land reclamation and artificial developments. Breeding sites of B. stellaris and
roosting sites of C. spilonotus ought to be preserved from artificial developments such as the construction of
roadways.
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
